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The Significance of the Cross Artwork 

Palm Sunday (March 29) marked the 

beginning of “Holy Week” or “Passion 

Week”. The Bible records that when our Lord 

Jesus entered Jerusalem riding on a donkey, 

he was welcomed with glory and honor. The 

people held palm branches and greeted Jesus 

as King (Mark 11:1-11; Luke 19:28-40; John 12:12- 19). 

That was the beginning. By the end of Passion Week, Jesus 

had been crucified and resurrected from the dead. 

During Passion Week, ribbons of different colors have been 

hung on the cross erected at the front of GBC. Purple was 

for Palm Sunday (April 3), black for Good Friday (April 

18), and white for Easter Sunday (TODAY, April 5). Purple 

represents the King's sovereignty; black commemorates the 

suffering and death of our Lord; and white represents the 

salvation power of the cross by which our sins are cleansed. 

Everyone is welcome to spend time around the cross to 

meditate and take pictures with it.
